Advanced Re-Fashioning: Ready to Wear to
Run-Way Ready Jeans Project

with Nelusha

Supplies required:

e One pair of jeans for the foundation pair you will be
designing. It can be oversized or too small. It’s your choice
what you design but we will be working loosely with raw
edges and artsy flair.

e Two other pairs of jeans for harvesting. These can be any
size or shape. Pick pieces that have colours and elements
that appeal to you.

e Woven fabric scraps/denim scraps/lace remnants.

e Very sharp fabric scissors.

e Everything included in the general supply list.

e Hand embroidery supplies and a few colours or pearl
cotton for embroidery (available at Snip & Stitch)



General Supply List

e A basic sewing machine in working order with the feet it needs for zigzag
and straight stitch (your machine will only need to do a straight stitch, zig
zag stitch and reverse)

e Sharp fabric scissors

e Pinking shears

e Applique scissors

e A couple of packs of universal sewing machine needles (size 90/14 and size
16/100)

e Good polyester or poly-wrapped sewing machine thread in a neutral colour
(cream, black, or grey)

e Full bobbins with same neutral thread

e Longruler (quilting rulers are great!)

e French curve or any ruler with a curve

e Perle Cotton embroidery thread (#8, 10 or 12) in your favourite colours to
coordinate with the clothing you will be working on

e Long pins with balls on end (quilting pins are great)

e Small applique pins (optional)

e Fabric glue (optional)

e Embroidery needless

e Erasable marking pens and/or chalk or other marking tool

Basic Sewing Kit consisting of:

= Seam ripper (large and small)
= Hand-sewing needles
= Measuring tape
